“See, Think, Wonder” Instructions
1) What do I see?: Students simply describe what they see in the work of art. This gets students to focus on their powers of observation. This practice illustrates the need to simply take in the situation as completely as possible prior to rendering any judgment.

2) What do I think?: There are two parts to this prompt: a) students are asked to explain what they think the work of art is about or is trying to tell its audience, students are encouraged to speculate about the artists intention; b) Students are asked to evaluate the work, that is, they explain why they do or do not like the piece.

This allows students to practice their interpretive and evaluative skills.

3) I wonder …: Students formulate their own questions regarding the work. The question can take the form of what they would ask their own students if they were the teacher. Or they can ask questions about how the work relates to the general topic of the unit. This introduces students to the critical task of philosophical questioning.
